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Title of Thesis

Far East and Pacific Ocean have been recently regarded as a turning point in the history of foreign
relationships . These regions were the hottest ones after the second world war which was followed by the cold
war . These regions also have opened a new page in the history of global conflicts related to the silent ( Cold

war ).

At the beginning of the 1960s of the twentieth century , the world witnessed many important global
events that affected the relationship between America and the Soviet Union . Among those events were the
American military intrusion in Vietnam war ( 1960 — 1973 ) , the Israeli — Arabian War ( 1967 ) , the oil crisis
when the oil was used in wars as weapons in some Arabian countries . The Russian intrusion in Afghanistan (
1979 ) and the end of Shah Iran's rule in 1979 also affected the relationships between the two powerful
countries : America and the Soviet Union .
