Transportation is an integrated system and the core of the economic and social life of

the city of Basra. It connects the scattered parts of the city, and the larger area allocated to
it within the city, the more significance it gets. Hence, the transportation routes and other
location standards delimit the spatial distribution of the fuel filling stations in the city.
Accordingly, these stations are one of the services provided by the city of Basra to its
population as they supply vehicles with all types of fuel. Because they represent an
investment sector with guaranteed profit returns, more new fuel filling stations have been
opened to become a competitive business for other commercial services, which explains

its proximity and increasing contention in many city streets
